- Background -

• The Government (BIS & CLG) wrote to Local Authority and Business
Leaders on 29 June 2010 to develop ideas for private sector led LEP’s as 
an alternative to Regional Development Agencies.

• The purpose of LEP’s is to provide the vision, knowledge  and strategic 
leadership needed to drive sustainable private sector growth and job 
creation.

• There are 38 agreed partnerships across England. Together, these cover 
around 51 million people or 99% of England's population, 99% of 
businesses (active enterprises) and 99% of all employee jobs (approx. 23 
million  employees). 

• North East Lincolnshire formally joined the Greater Lincolnshire LEP in 
March 2011 and the establishment of the Humber LEP was confirmed in 
June 2011.

Emerging Funding Opportunities

Regional Growth Fund (RGF) 3
• An additional £1bn will extend this fund into 2014-15.
• Also the regional growth fund for small businesses -

£25 million to support new jobs creating investment by SMEs 
across England.

Growing Places Fund
• £500 million fund to help boost economic growth.
• £6.4m has been allocated to the Greater Lincolnshire LEP and 

£5.8m to the Humber LEP areas to create jobs by progressing 
stalled housing and commercial developments.
