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Abbreviations: 
K - Knit 

P - Purl 

Tog - Together 

St st - stocking stitch 

St - stitches 

PB - place bead  

  
You will need some green, cream 
and pink 4 ply yarn with 24 black 
beads threaded on it.
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Watermelon
Cast on 36 stitches in green. 

Work 2 rows of K1 P1 rib 

Change to stocking stitch 
beginning with a knit row. 

Work 1 row in green, 2 rows in 
cream and 5 rows in pink. 

Next row follow chart (below) in 
pink to place beads.  Each 
black dot represents a bead.

Row 18 - P2tog across all 
stitches (18 stitches) 

Row 19 - K2 tog across all 
stitches (9 stitches) 

Row 20 - P2 tog 4 times, K1 
(5 stitches) 

Fasten off by threading yarn 
through 5st and drawing 
tight. 
  
Making Up 
Sew your juicy watermelon 

up at the side.
