SECTION C – The Process

Applications will only be accepted in the format set out above. Please do not send additional information. It is advisable to check that you have completed all of the relevant sections of the application form as applications will not be returned to you for correction. 

Applications will be considered twice a year throughout 2016-17 depending upon the availability of funding (see Table 1 below). You can apply for as little or as much as you want but funding is limited and applications may not be guaranteed to receive the full amount requested. For that reason we would recommend that you have contingencies in place to accommodate a partial award of money for your project/service.

In the first instance the application will be assessed by a Panel consisting of staff from my office, a senior representative from Humberside Police and a member of the public. This panel will be assess every application using a simple scoring matrix drawn up by the Police and Crime Commissioner.

Using this Evaluation Matrix, applications will be recorded and checked for viability ensuring that all relevant information and evidence has been provided. Applications scoring at least 75% or more (38 points or more out of a possible maximum score of 51) will be recommended for approval and submitted to the Police and Crime Commissioner for a final decision.

The Police and Crime Commissioner’s Office will formally acknowledge applications submitted by the Panel, examine the supporting evidence and endeavour to provide a final decision to the Lead Contact name within 2-3 weeks of receiving an application. The Police and Crime Commissioner’s decision is final and there is no appeal process.

If approved the successful applicant will be expected to accept the terms and conditions set out by the Police and Crime Commissioner.

Appendix A – Priority Categories

It is recognised that each victim of crime is unique with their own particular circumstances and needs. The Commissioner’s Victim Care Strategy is aimed at all victims of crime and anti-social behaviour but centred on a vulnerability and harm based approach rather than one focused on the actual crime type. With that in mind the following categories of victims will be prioritised as part of the assessment process to ensure that victims who are most in need will be able to access the support they need. 
a) 	Victims of the most serious crime – rape, sexual and domestic violence, violent crime such as robbery, wounding or grievous bodily harm with intent are areas where the impacts of crime can be far reaching for victims.
b)	The most persistently targeted victims – crime and anti-social behaviour, even where seemingly less serious, can have a devastating impact on victims when committed again and again over a period of time, particularly where a victim is deliberately targeted. This should be taken into account as individual needs are assessed, and support provided.
c)	The most vulnerable and intimidated victims – these are the people who are most likely to become victims, or who need particular assistance in coping with the consequences of crime or to engage with the criminal justice system. They might include people who are isolated, or lack social and family support; those who need assistance in managing their own affairs; those who are more likely to be a victim of crime than members of the community generally (for example because of age, race, disability or a medical condition) or less able to cope with the consequences if they do.
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
