


Competition rules 

1. The theme is “beach hut #9 and the marine embankment, Cleethorpes”. 

2. The competition is open to all amateur photographers. Children under 16 years need to have parent or guardian consent to 

enter. 

3. Entrants may submit a maximum of three images in digital format. Printed images will not be accepted. Entries should be in 

landscape orientation to fit a calendar design. 

4. All entries must be submitted by 30
th

 May 2017 by email to josh@vanel.org.uk or by post on a CD or flash drive to VANEL, 

The Willows, 23 Bargate, Grimsby, DN34 4SS. Please note we are unable to return submitted CDs or storage devices. 

5. Digital images should be jpegs of high resolution (300dpi). Files should state the image title and author’s name as the 

filename. Our email address accepts file sizes of up to 10MB in total so large files may need to be sent individually. 

6. The following information must be included with your submission, either on an email or accompanying note: a) name,         

b) address, c) telephone number and / or email address. 

7. Images must be solely the work of the author. Digital manipulation by the author using computer software is permitted. 

8. Images will be reviewed by a panel of judges. The judges’ decision is final. 

9. An award will be given to the author of the three images judged to be the best entered into the competition. This will take 

the form of £100 (1
st

 prize), £25 (2
nd

 prize) and £15 (3
rd

 prize) vouchers to be spent at Comley Cameras, Cleethorpes.  

10. Twelve images selected by the judges will appear in a 2018 calendar. Any profits from the sale of the calendar will be 

distributed amongst local charities. 

11. By submitting an entry, you grant Capacity Buildings Ltd a perpetual royalty free licence to use any of all submissions in our 

future promotional material for the beach huts including printed and online formats. The author will be credited where 

possible. 

12. Beach hut #9 has been acquired by Capacity Buildings Ltd for use by disadvantaged people, schools, community groups and 

organisations to use free of charge.
